Annette Minitti, 62 Stambaugh:  So um last council I wanted to know afterwards like why are we, we can’t like talk afterwards cuz I sit here and I listen to everybody and it’s like I want to chime in on something when you guys talk about something and it’s like we don’t have that until the next meeting.  So just wondered why is it the beginning and not like at the end so we could like address you like after speaking.  President of Council Paolone:  25 years ago it was at the end and everybody complained that they had to sit through the whole meeting to wait to say something so they wanted us to go to the beginning.  Minitti:  Then come later.  Paolone:  Nothing personal.  Minitti:  Um because last week we talked about parking on sidewalks and front lawns and stuff like that.  So, who do you call for that stuff because we see officers driving by and zoning not doing anything about it and they see it with their own eyes.  And then the second thing I wanted to ask is the house on Ella.  Do we know when that is going to be torn down since it’s on the demo list?  Paolone:  Mark may be able to help you with that one I don’t know.  Mayor:  The land bank  We’ve got to wait to hear from the land bank.  That’s all I could tell you right now.

Tonya Carpenter, 185 Morris Avenue:  I just want to say that I am super excited about tomorrow’s field trip with council and Tod is going to talk about if there is rain for tomorrow once we get to the meeting, but I just wanted to say that I am really excited about tomorrow.  Paolone:  Thanks for doing what you do.  Seriously.  Thanks.

REPORT OF OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS OF THE CITY
MAYOR					MARK ZUPPO				          PRESENT
Mayor Zuppo:  I’ve been a little under the weather for a few days so I am going to keep my comments brief.  The Tribune was down at Liberty Park interviewing Mike Cardiero, myself and Joe Irrilli, Dr. Irilli who has the history of Liberty Park all right here so I suggested Mike call him, and so there will be a story in the paper this weekend about the history of Liberty Park which I’m looking forward to.  I sent everybody, I don’t know if everybody got to see their email today, I sent everybody the House Bill that has been proposed regarding electric bikes, etc.  It was pretty extensive.  I know that we’ve got to do something because they are running all over the city right now and they’re flying through stop signs.  I can tell you that this Bill is saying that they need to take a test, the need to know the laws, stop for stop sign, that kind of thing, you have to be a certain age limit and I’m seeing some real little kids out there on these motor scooters and e-bikes just flying around.  So, I sent it to you guys.  The Law Director and I had a conversation about it as well as the chief, police chief, and I felt that if you guys want to take a look at that and maybe propose something of our own to get started because they might take another six months for them to get something through.  We need to move quickly and do something.  I sent you guys something from Salem awhile back also, an ordinance that Salem had on e-bikes a number of months ago.  I’d like to see something, if you guys could put something together on this I think it would be very important.  I’ll be heading to Washington DC tomorrow if I’m feeling up to it, it will be the fly-in, the Chamber’s fly-in, I’ll be heading down, but I’ll be driving at no cost to the city.  The City of Struthers will be paying my way down there as far as their car and their gas.  I will be heading out with Mayor Cat and with Rob Santos, a Trustee from Austintown, and looking forward to some meeting time down there.  That concludes my report Mr. Chairman.
COMMENTS:
Councilman Grumley:  To keep it brief Mayor, I just want to just publicly ask the administration to work with the county to expedite, I’m referring to 113 Morris, and, you know, expedite the demolition of this property.  This blight has caused you know over the last few years multiple felonies at that residence, and, you know, the reduction in the neighbors’ property values for sure.  Mayor:  I talked to Joe today.  He had sent me all that stuff, and you too, and I talked to the Law Director and Chief today and we called the county, I called Rod at the county to get it claimed uninhabitable.  That’s our first step.  Noone should have to live like that.  Grumley:  I mean and that’s something we have to work on as administration and council needs to bring it to administration as quickly as possible.  We all have blight and so forth  you know, with zoning ordinances not being enforced and so forth, and we just need to keep working to get these taken care of because it does result in things like this.  There was multiple felonies at this residence.  People were taken out of there by the U.S. Marshalls and everything else and it is throughout the city and throughout my ward and all that and so you know I’m gonna make it my goal to make sure I turn in a list on a regular basis.  The other one, the other question I had was pertaining to Republic Services.  You know over last four months their service has been very sub-par. You know I’ve had at least four incidents where they’ve missed total streets in my ward.  Again this weekend they missed another three streets on Friday.  There were areas you know in Parkwood a couple weeks ago that they missed it for the whole weekend.  They never showed up for the whole weekend.  The service director and I had a conference call with one of the representatives there.  I mean she is just a mouthpiece.  We need to have somebody that is responsible for actually getting this stuff done, and make them hold their feet to the fire, and then the quality of the service has really gone down also.  You know I understand, you know I did that at one point in my career, I understand when they are dumping the can and you know people put loose trash in there and on a windy day it is going to blow around, but what is happening now is when they are dumping that main can they are getting it so full they are dumping it in the middle of the street and there’s bottles and everything breaking in the middle of the street.  There’s you know there’s two ways of looking at it.  What happens at the curb sometimes could be the result of the residents, but what’s happening in the middle of the street is the result of that driver overfilling that can and it spilling garbage all over, and the trucks are leaking so bad anymore that you now that there’s just you know we could get somebody maybe to come to a caucus with some authority and let us vent our issues because they’re escalating and they’re getting worse.  Paolone:  I could contact the lady that  Grumley:  I mean we spoke to her.  She’s Mayor:  I can tell you the law director and I spoke about this too Tom.  I’m just as mad as you guys are.  They actually, they missed, it’s not just Parkwood, they’re missing streets all over.  They missed the 1000 block and 900 block of Ward Avenue last week.  They missed, personally, my wife called, paid to have four items picked up.  Paid $50, ok, and then they picked up 1 of them and left 3.  After that, and then there was another issue that came up, and there was another street missed, I called them.  Pete and I are talking about, we’re reviewing the contract, looking at performance clauses to see if there is an out from this because I told Hey, w We all know, we knew we were going to get questions about the billing.  We all knew that.  Ok.  This is about performance.  Their performance has been terrible.  I don’t care who I say it to and who knows it.  It’s been rotten, and so we are going to get to the bottom of it or they’re going to be gone.  You have my word on that. 
Schubert:  Two things.  We had a constituent reach out to be about the digging that has gone on throughout the city in the last, let’s just call it 6 months to a year.  What are, is there any repercussions down the road if we realize that hey they’re boring underneath that they blew out someone’s line or what is that time period because I know they have hit a bunch of sewer lines and other things, they’ve hit how many water lines.  Mayor:  We’ve addressed everything they have though.  Schubert:  I’m just saying what if something down the road you now two years later we realize they bored right through this.  Do we have any recourse to go back to them?  Mayor:  I don’t know that we do 2 years down road.  I mean I think it becomes a these guys get involved with pointing fingers at who’s to blame.  I can’t speak to that.  I can tell you that I was just texting them  again today about some spots that still need fixed  Schubert:  Yea.  Mayor:  And Omni still hasn’t come up with, they keep pushing me back, well next week we’ll have it paved.  They still haven’t finished the  blacktopping portion of this whole thing right.  Schubert:  Yea.  Mayor:  So, we have to get them to finish that.  I can tell you that Enbridge finally finished their investigation.  They forwarded up to PUCO.  I have been in touch with the PUCO investigator who is doing handling the investigation.  He promised to have it back within two weeks.  That was last week.  Late last week, but so waiting to get answers on that.  There’s been no further digging obviously, since that bad occurrence of the explosion that we had.  So, as far as future Keith I just don’t know how you would address that.  If the law director knows of any way Martuccio:  How you verify it  Schubert:  You could tell if they bore right through it.  You have proof.  Paolone:  Keith, do you have another questions.  Schubert:  I do.  Last there was an ordinance that was proposed for us last meeting.  Mr. Holmes couldn’t really give us any detail.  It’s the Ohio Nature Works grant, 53-30.  Can you expand on what that is for?  Mayor:  The NatureWorks grant is for the trail in Tod Park for playground equipment for that trail.  And so there is a matching portion that could be up to $22,000, but it’s probably going to be less than $18,000.   Schubert:  Ok, and then just so I’m reading this right it did say in there that we would match up to $22,000 for that?  Mayor:  Right.  We’re actually  Malvasi:  The way she wrote it to me that that would be the max so I put it in like that.  She said that it should not be more than $22,000.  Schubert:  So new playground equipment to replace the old stuff that is  Mayor:  This is not new playground equipment.  Schubert:  That’s what   Mayor:  If I said playground then I apologize.  I am, I got some medication in me right now.  Schubert:  Ok.  Mayor:  I’m not feeling right.   It’s exercise equipment for the trail.  So you know the walking trail.  We used to have that there if we recall Tom.  We used to have that.  It’s all falling apart.  It’s new equipment for the path.  We worked, Mike Cardiero, we all know what a great job he does right, so with the help of Meghan Lawrence, a Girard native who has come back home to help her parents out.  She had a project that she volunteered to work with the girl scouts.  So the girl scouts, along with Meghan, were helping to clear that path along with the recreation department to make it a safer path to walk and put the exercise equipment in.  And then I’d say one other piece to that is, the City of Struthers applied for a similar grant and if we are willing to partner we can try to get a better cost if we both get awarded that grant.  Schubert:  Just a follow up, my committee had asked me, I had no idea what this was about.  Just in the future if that information could have been in here it would have been extremely helpful for us.  Mayor:  I apologize.  Schubert:  to know because the safety service director had no clue.  Mayor:  He’s new Schubert:  Sure.  Mayor:  and I was.  Schubert:  Thank you.
Clark:  Yea, to go back to the Omni and Lumos.  There’s been citizens coming to the last couple meetings pretty upset about the lids on the access panels or whatever they’re not really securing them all the way.  I know you mentioned like holding their feet to the fire about cleaning up yards, things like that which they kinda did a half job in my yard, but can you maybe let them know to come through and maybe replace some of the ones that are broken and secure the ones properly.  Mayor:   Do we know which one it was?  That’s where it gets hard for me.  I sent a bunch of stuff to Omni last week and then they came two days later and said that wasn’t us.  Clark:  It’s tough because  Mayor:  In other words is it the first one or the second one that will help me a little bit.  Clark:  If they would do it right the first time  Mayor:  Well I get ya  Clark:  Yea cuz like you have one bolt in or not even a bolt in.  That’s how they get loose and broken.  Mayor:  You’re right.  Clark:  I’ll send you the ones when people say something to me.  Mayor:  Yea.  Send them to me.

Mr. Sforza:  Rita hasn’t finalized the tax numbers for May yet so I expect hopefully by the end of this week they will.  I will get the reports done and email them out to everybody at that point.  I did receive a letter from RITA for our calculation.  They calculate every year.  I don’t know if you know how they charge us, how they calculate our fees to them.  They take, for some of the new guys, they take their total transaction count and Girard’s transaction count and they get a percentage and then they get their total collections and Girard collections and they get a percentage, they average those collections and multiple it by the net overhead cost and that is how much Girard pays for Rita to do this.  They estimate throughout the year and then at the end they reconcile and tell us where we are at and for last year our cost from them is like $59,626 to manage all of our income tax which is ridiculously cheap, and we paid them $129,000.  That was what they estimated  They picked up I think a bunch of bigger cities which skews the factors in our favor and so we should, did you get the money from them yet?  We were supposed to get, we got $70,000 from them as a refund, which is nice.  Coggins:  We get that every year.    Schubert:  Thata boy.  Paolone:  You’re the best.  Sforza:  Thank you.  I’m going to the RITA annual meeting Thursday.  I’ve got one complaint with RITA.  You know they started this nonfiling program.  I assumed they were doing it every year.  Well they’re going back like 5 years.  They haven’t done it for 5 years.  So, I was a little perturbed.  I wrote them an email and asked why they don’t do it every year and I got zero response.  So, I’m going to go to the meeting and raise the question to them.  So why?  Some of them are dead.  You’re not going to get the money.   So, we’ll see what they say.  Martuccio:  Thank you.

FIRE CHIEF					JAMES PETRUZZI			         PRESENT
Chief Petruzzi:   Calls to date 990.  First, I’d like to thank Councilman Clark for coming down to the station to do a ride along for about 8 hours or so.  Got to run a few calls, tested a few hydrants, got to interact with the crew.  Everybody thought it was a really positive experience.  If anybody else would like to come down and do the same, please reach out.  You’re more than welcome.  Mayor:  He didn’t try to save any lives or anything did he?  Clark:  I did save a lot of lives.  Petruzzi:  Second, department personnel were invited to attend a live burn training in an acquired structure in Weathersfield Township, which is very rare nowadays.  We will be attending every Monday this month.  The invitation was, well I was told to extend the invitation to all city officials.  If anybody would like to either observe or throw on gear and make entry with crews, you are welcome to do that.  Clark:  Say that again.  Petruzzi:  It’s an acquired structure, an old house, one of the old circular homes, and they will be doing a live burn every Monday this month and then before they take it down completely, but all city officials are invited to take part, either observe or you can gear up, you know you have gear that fits now, and actually make entry and see what it’s like to actually fight a fire from the inside of a structure.  Clark:  What’s the date on this again?  Petruzzi:  What’s that?  Clark:  What’s the date on this again?  Petruzzi:  It’s every Monday this month.  Just reach out and let me know.  Everybody is welcome.  That’s all I have.  Paolone:  I brought my two year old nephew down to the station.  They were wonderful.  I can’t say enough how they treated him.  It was remarkable.  It’s the only thing I can tell you.   
COMMENTS

POLICE CHIEF					JOHN FREEMAN			          PRESENT
Chief Freeman:  Police and dispatch calls to date.  Dispatch calls were at 5028, calls for service for our patrol division at 4191, self-initiated traffic stops 1494, misdemeanor arrests 149, felonies 26, traffic citations 671, ovis 13, incident reports at 586.  For new business, we are pleased to announce the hiring of a new patrol officer, Patrolman Noah Gerchak.  He successfully completed all of his required pre-employment testing recently and was commissioned on May 24th with his official swearing in coming sometime here soon.  He’s a 2003 graduate of Girard High School.  He is currently assigned to dayturn undergoing training as part of his field training program.  So,  I’d like to congratulate him and I’d welcome anyone that sees him out and about to introduce yourself and congratulate him as well.  We are excited to have him serving here.  We continue to receive after the fact complaints regarding what the mayor had brought up originally in regards to these micromobility devices.  I understand that they are a point of concern for a lot of people.  A lot of these devices, like we explained before in November, they’re legal under Ohio law as it stands, but the operators have to follow all applicable traffic law and safety laws.  That’s a given.  So with that said, I would encourage anybody that observes these kinds of operations going on,  if they’re going through stop signs, if they are looking young and riding without a helmet, call our dispatch to get that information in a timely manner and to get that officer up there while it’s actually happening, or in the relative vicinity time period of when it’s happening, gives us the best chance of actually addressing the issue as opposed to hearing about it a couple days later.  When we do get that information secondhand after the fact we still can, obviously, fill our turns in for awareness purposes but it helps to have that ability to get our officers up there and saturate the area so if they do observe that going on they can address it.  Additionally, considering all of these complaints that now the weather is back up and we’re seeing a lot of this traffic we are going to be expanding our existing atv enforcement initiative into a larger recreational vehicle detail.  That is scheduled to start this weekend.  So, we’ll have additional officers out, hopefully as the weather permits, for extra saturation and specific hot spots to include Seneca Woods, I received some complaints about traffic down on Park Avenue, Smithsonian, and other places.  So, I encourage you if any of your constituents have complaints regarding anything between atvs and these micromobility please forward them to my office and I can add it to the hot list for this specific saturation patrol.  Our officers can get out there do some stops, share some information with these younger drivers and then if need be handle enforcement actions appropriately.  I’d also like to remind you just to build off of the mayor’s point, like we talked about last November, the Ohio law has specific cards out for municipalities to create ordinances specifically dealing with these devices.  Ohio when they introduced these devices they made it very broad and they allow for a lot of, I would call it atypical operation of these devices.  You don’t have to have a license.  You don’t have to have a registration on them.  You only have to be 14 to operate them.  Once you pass 16 you can operate them without an adult, and they can go around just about anywhere in the city considering the speed limits that we have.  So, I would follow suit maybe with looking at a few other larger cities.  I know Cleveland has a few ordinances written.  A few other communities have made ordinances considering actual operations of these vehicles on the roadways.  If we do have an ordinance that prohibits their actual use then we have a lot better of an angle to approach thesethings as opposed to an officer just looking for a reasonable suspicion to stop them based off of perceived age or if they witness an actual traffic violation, and that’s, again the laws are on our Facebook page but I went through the majority of them.  Really the only other thing I didn’t mention, if they are under 18 they have to wear a helmet.  So, that’s really the only other stipulation.  Paolone:  That’s not happening at all.  Freeman:  Please, like I said, call us if  Paolone:  I know we talked today.  By the time we call you and they get there they’re  Freeman:  Yea.  I understand, but we might catch them coming back.  Paolone:  That’s true.  Freeman:  You know it helps  Paolone:  Zup then you John.  Zup then you.  Go ahead Mark.  Mayor:  In regard to that, if you go down around Tod Park you’re gonna see dozens of them and none of them have a helmet on.  None of them.  I haven’t seen one kid with a helmet on.  The other thing that I wanted to point out was, I know it appears that the chief is stockpiling class of 2003 people in his department, but I know Gerchak so I can tell you he was my old second baseman in pony league.  I know Gerchak is quite a good person and a good family we’re getting there.  So, we’re very fortunate to get people like him.  Paolone:  John then Keith.  Moliterno:  Just a couple questions for the chief and I think it goes to James’ committee, Health & Safety, to put an ordinance together.  We need one quickly.  The other part is penalties.  The only thing that is going to make any sense is after you stop someone twice you gotta take that vehicle or bike away.  Literally take it away.  That’s the only thing that means anything to the ones that are riding it.  The other part is we have two items on our agenda tonight that are 3rd reading on towing.  Do we have an idea yet where we are going to be taking the vehicles.  Freeman:  I can address that as soon as I finish my report if you’d like to me.  Paolone:  I’m sorry I don’t know how we got off your report, but go ahead and answer now and then we’ll go back.  Freeman:  Sure.  We are looking at a property directly across street from us right now.  So, that is our first intention.  We wanted to have the ordinances approved by city council and passed in order to actually start the location process with that before we even bothered with it, but that’s our first and foremost priority over there.  We are not looking to build anything.  I think it would be more economically feasible to actually lease a property for the time being and make sure the program is actually solvent before we ever even consider anything like that, but that is the case.  If you look right across the street it’s    Moliterno:  So you’d fence it in?  Freeman:  It’s already fenced, it’s already has the gates.  We don’t have to build anything.  We just have to lease the property.  Moliterno:  Cuz’ it may well be also a good place to put the bikes that we would pick up.  Paolone:  Keith and Lily, let him finish his report and then we’ll come back to you.    Schubert:  I just had a comment on this ebike.  I was coming home earlier in the week and I come around the little s bend in my neighborhood and there was a kid laying on the road.  He had fell, swerved to misst a car and I drove him home to drop him off at his parents and not one of them, there were eight of them, not one of them had a helmet on and I’m yelling at them, you almost got hit last year.  I mean if we don’t do something one of these kids are gonna get killed.  We have to do something and the sooner the better.  Paolone:  We have to be proactive not reactive.  Schubert:  And he was fine thank God but hit hard and it was like dude what are you doing man come on.  It’s very concerning.  Martuccio:   Back to the e-bikes again.  Tod Park is a hot spot for um today I got a call from a constituent they saw a 12 year old coming out of Muffley’s going up Liberty Street a car almost hit her.  Fortunately they were going the speed limit and they didn’t and she just kept on going no helmet and in these in the ordinance can we have you seen ordinances where they can find the parents and make them responsible for the  Freeman:  So some of the model ordinances that I have read especially from larger cities, it typically regulates the use because they have such, I don’t know if you’ve been to Cleveland or Pittsburgh they have those things everywhere for rent downtown.  I haven’t seen anything specifically to address your concern.  That would be a great question for the law director.  That’s not really my wheelhouse.    Mayor:  I would say when you do address it you need to include all vehicles including golf carts, ok.  Paolone:  Good point.  Mayor:  I see more and more golf carts out there now without license plates.  Now golf carts for the State of Ohio  are legal if you have a license plate, headlights on, taillights on and seatbelts.  Grumley:  Turn signals.  Schubert:  Turn signals.  Grumley:  I’m going through the whole inspection with that alright  Paolone:  Oh yea.  You’re up at the lake now.  Schubert:  You’re an expert.  Paolone:   John, finish your report.  Go ahead.  Freeman:  Just two last points.  We recently received our formal award notification for our domestic violence reduction rank, grant rather.  With that part of it now moving into implementation we are now looking at a few others here to explore to include the violence against women act and the road justice assistance grant that should help us out with some additional training and potentially some equipment that we need to take care of that we don’t necessarily want to use the budget for.  Then lastly, I would just  like to recognize and thank Girard High School seniors, Brooke Zapernicky and Lacey Lamb for inviting us to the community color run/walk that was held on May 31st.  It was a great job and they did a heck of a job organizing that and planning it.  I’d just like to thank them for making that a reality.  It was a nice situation.  That’s it.  Paolone:  Good job. Clark:  All three of these readings for the impound lot.  I don’t know if it is a good idea to have a junkyard in the middle of downtown Girard.  Paolone:  It’s not a junkyard.  Not a junkyard.  Clark:  It’s gonna be a junkyard.  Let’s be honest.  Paolone:  No.  These vehicles are operational vehicles.  Clark:  Operational.  So  Paolone:  It’s not going to be like they’re going to pull one out of a front yard that doesn’t have tires.  Go ahead.  Go ahead.  Freeman:  The ordinance specifically states that it is not for junk vehicles or wrecked vehicles or anything of that nature.  It’s impound vehicles.  So it’s you’re not going to see a junkyard.  It’s going to be operational vehicles that we impound for evidentiary purposes.  Malvasi:  Anything damaged has to go up the street because that has fluids and stuff that we don’t have a license for.  Clark:  Ok, and then I would just like to say one more thing.  Paolone:  Go ahead.  Clark:  Thank you for clarifying.  How much is this going to cost us?  Freeman:  So, the lease that we are looking at right now like I had explained at prior meetings, we are looking at between $12-14 a month.  With the income that we look to actually make from the actual process of impounding, the storage fees and the administrative fees from the stats that I pulled last year from the tows that we conducted it will be sustainable.  That’s why we wanted to try a lease.  It seems like it is probably most economically sound idea because we don’t have anywhere that we can actually do it on a municipal level right now and putting an investment into any kind of infrastructure to actually do that would probably be a sizeable investment.  So, that’s what we’re looking at at the moment.  We haven’t worked out the details on any sort of lease yet because, again, I wanted to make sure that council was on board with the actual idea of the concept of an impound lot before we started working out the details with that, but once the if the ordinance does pass then we’ll be working with the law director, the safety service director, the insurance company and everybody else involved to make sure that we have a sound contract that we would be entertaining.  Grumley:  All that I ask is that you include the auditor in those sessions so  Freeman:  I’ve already had a discussion with her in regards to some of the questions that were posed as to how much people would actually require for start up fees and what not.  Grumley:  And we’re not going to get into any long term contract for the lease to begin with so that we understand Freeman:  No.  I wouldn’t feel comfortable with that and any sort of lease I would like to build in a clause that if we do find that it is for some reason not sustainable that we could cancel the project and move from there.  Latell:  Again, Chief, based on your research from the last time you presented this should, I mean we should be bringing in more money than what the lease is costing based on what you’ve looked at.  This should be, not that it’s going to be a big moneymaker, but it should be a moneymaker for the city.  Freeman:  That’s correct.  There’s a lot of news articles in the last ten years concerning other municipalities doing this and the amount of income that they’re bringing in.  We wanted to specifically keep the administrative fees at a reasonable level.  That’s why we are mirroring Niles storage fees the same with that.  I know other municipalities, jurisdictions are charging upwards of $40 for the storage fees.  Ours are capped at $25 a day.  And once we actually account for the lease process, yea it’ll bring in a little bit.  It’s not going to be sizeable, but if you go a couple years with that in there you might be able to actually purchase a new police cruiser or at least sustain the impound yard.  And again it’s  a service to the city.  That is the way that we are looking at it.  I know the mayor had brought it up, but we’ve been experiencing some issues where evidence has been recovered by no fault of the victim and by the time, even with the most expedient processes of investigating and trying to handle it through the Court of Common Pleas in Trumbull County it still results in a sizeable bill to these people that are trying to get their property out.  There are avenues to address that through victims’ services through Ohio, but you’re waiting months if not years to get that compensation money back and trying to get restitution from some of these people that are perpetrating and perpetuating these crimes in the city is it’s a longshot as you well know, but that’s why the ordinance was written in such a way that if we do have evidence that we are able to actually collect and recover we don’t have to charge that person to give it back to them as long as we can store it over here properly and securely.  Clark:  So, the issue though is with the towing company correct that is housing them?  Freeman:  The issue would be with any towing company that you use outside of a municipal ran impound yard.  So, you have to pay a company to store a vehicle somewhere if you’re going to have it for a large period of time be it 10 days or 100 days.  I don’t have the authority to neither does anybody to say you don’t have to pay that.  There can be avenues through the Court of Common Pleas to do that, but this has been a reality that we have been looking at for years and it’s a large reason why a few jurisdictions already took the lead ten years ago to do this.  They have better control over their evidence.  I would feel obviously more secure if we had a piece of evidence that was involved in a crime here in Girard that we have direct control over it as opposed to outsourced to any third party here in the city.  That’s one of the benefits right out the get and for the crime victims if we do recover that property they don’t have to pay the exorbitant bills that they ultimately are going to be responsible for without the likelihood of getting any kind of compensation back for restitution.  Moliterno:  It’s worked very well in the City of Warren who did it a number of years ago.  It has been positive revenue generated from the City of Niles who does it.  If anybody has ever dealt with an impounded vehicle because of a wreck or a problem they will realize how expensive it is and how much money they have to come up with to get that vehicle out.  To have it in Girard and be able to do it ourselves dealing with our local police department and our local community puts us well ahead of anybody else if the city would have a problem.  Grumley:  It’s important to understand we are not dealing with wrecked vehicles.  Paolone:  No.  Grumley:  No.  We are not dealing with wrecked vehicles.  These will strictly be impounded vehicles you know stolen vehicles, whatever you know we’re not creating what you’re concerned about a junkyard downtown.  Latell:  Right.  Martuccio:  I’m assuming there’ll be a security camera there.  Freeman:  Yes.  That is part of the plan.  I had given an estimate to the auditor considering the proximity to the actual building we’ll be able to install them on our building and actually have them face over there.  Otherwise, I would say 90% of the infrastructure of the lot is already taken care at the lot that we are looking at and he has been more than the person that we have been looking at has been more than accommodating to change or alter anything on the actual site before we sign anything.
